	Additional Information & Comments: A suggestion was made to have each venue chair be responsible for distributing, either in person, or by mail, certificates for their venue, but I don't feel that is a viable option. I'd have to do separate mailings to each venue chair, and then depend on them to distribute the certificates and if they weren't picked up at the National, mail them to recipients. I don't see that happening. The cost to mail a certificate, including the envelope, is around $3.00 each. If you figure half of the certificates are not picked up at the National, that's $163 just to mail the ones not picked up. Some envelopes will be more, if they contain multiple certificates.
